INTRODUCTION AND DESCRIPTION 

PREPARATION FOR USE 

WARNING: To avoid serious injury or death, addiƟonal tractor front ballast may be 

needed for stable operaƟon and transport of the drill/seeder.  See tractor operator’s 

manual for recommended weights. 

WARNING: To avoid serious injury or death, never stand between tractor and seeder 

while tractor is being backed to hitch. 

1)  Carefully and thoroughly read this owners manual. 

2)  The gearbox is shipped from the factory with one pint of 90 weight gear lubricant. Before using the broadcaster, check for 

 the proper level. Remove the fill plug on the gearbox. The oil level is sufficient if the oil is at or just above the plug hole. If 

 the level is low, fill the gearbox with 90 weight gear lubricant to plug hole level. 

3)  Cut the two wires holding the power take off shaŌ to the broadcaster for shipping. Remove the tape from the gearbox 

 shaŌ and clean any paint on shaŌ. Place the 1” hole end of the power take off shaŌ over the gearbox shaŌ and insert the 

 5/16” x 2” spring pin provided. As an extra precauƟon, a wire can be run through the spring pin and around the hub of 

 the power take off shaŌ to secure the spring pin.   

4)  CAUTION Ensure that the PTO shaŌ is not too long before raising the seeder with the 3‐point hitch of tractor. If it is too 

 long, this will cause damage to the gearbox. If the PTO shaŌ is too long, you will need to cut equal amounts off both ends 

 of shaŌ before raising the seeder on the 3‐point hitch and aƩaching upper center link arm to the seeder 

5)  To Assemble handle (FIG 1): Cut wires located at top and boƩom, holding handle against broad

 caster in shipment. Remove nut on eye bolt. Loosen the 5/16” x 1” bolt on lower handle bracket. 

 Move handle away from broadcaster and reƟghten 5/16” x 1” bolt. Remove 5/16” x 1” bolt 

 in angle. Using this bolt, bolt upper handle bracket to angle. Tighten all bolts Ɵght, ensuring that 

 are seƫng at right angle to the broadcaster. Replace spring Ɵghtener for good tension. This 

 spring works with the handle and will hold the opening gate in either open or closed posiƟon. 

6)  Make sure that handle and opening plate operate freely. 

7)  The broadcaster is now ready to mount on tractor with three‐point hitch.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR MOUNTING ON TRACTOR 3‐POINT HITCH 

 

1) LiŌ arms should be set for Category 1, or 26‐7/8” spacing. Sway bars, blocks, or chains must be used to keep broad‐

caster from swinging sideways. 

2) Remove or move drawbar to side posiƟon so as not to interfere with power take off shaŌ. 

3) Install on two lower arms first, then aƩach power take off shaŌ, then hook up center arm. 

4) CAUTION: When raising the broadcaster for the first Ɵme, make sure the power take off shaŌ does not boƩom out, 

or that the power take off shaŌ is longer than the distance between tractor and seeder. If it does boƩom out, it will 

cause the gearbox to break and will damage the fan. If power take off shaŌ is too long, cut off equal amounts on both 

the male and female ends of shaŌ. 

5) Raise broadcaster up so the power take‐off shaŌ runs fairly straight or level. For best results, center linkage should be 

shortened unƟl the broadcaster top Ɵlts a liƩle forward towards the tractor. 

INSTRUCTIONS FOR CENTERING THE SPREAD PATTERN  

1) You determine the right or leŌ side of broadcaster by standing at the rear of the tractor and facing the direcƟon of the 

tractor’s travel. 

2) The broadcaster has a circular plate (part #144) bolted to the base of the hopper that is adjustable, for centering the 

spread paƩern. This plate is numbered from 1 to 9 and the numbers are found on the back side, on the opposite side 

from the seed opening gauge (part #146). To move the adjustable plate, loosen the four bolts (part #418). Always be 

sure to reƟghten bolts aŌer adjustments are made to the plate. The normal seƫng for ferƟlizer is on number 3‐1/2, 

and may be moved to a high or lower number depending on the weight and quality of the ferƟlizer. CAUTION: DO NOT 

MAKE ANY           ADJUSTMENTS TO BROADCASTER WHILE THE TRACTOR OR BROADCASTER 

ARE RUNNING. 

3) When the spread paƩern is heavy on the right side, move the base plate (part #144) to the 

right (clockwise) to a higher number. Do not move over one number before checking or you 

may overcompensate. 

4) When the spread paƩern is heavy on the leŌ side, move the base plate (part #144) to the leŌ (counter‐clockwise) to a 

lower number. Do not move over one number before checking or you may overcompensate. 

5) Make sure the bolts are Ɵghtened evenly aŌer making adjustments. 

SEED‐GATE OPENING CONTROL 
1) The width of the seed‐gate opening is controlled by the seed gauge (part #146), which is bolted to the circular plate 

(part #144). The seed gauge is marked in 1/8” markings for your convenience. If the seed gauge moved back 1/2” from 

0, the seed‐gate opening will likewise open 1/2”. To verify the seed‐gate opening accuracy, insert a drill bit of the de‐

sired fracƟon of an inch between the seed‐gate and the edge of the base plate (part #144).  

2) The handle assembly (part #212) is spring‐loaded with an over‐center design. When pushed, it will close the seed‐gate 

and when pulled it will open the seed‐gate. The double‐nuƩed bolt that aƩaches the handle assembly to the seed‐

gate linkage should not be Ɵghtened because it must move freely in the seed‐gate linkage slot to work properly. 

3) When broadcasƟng small seed at small amounts per acre, an opƟonal special seed‐gate is available. This is part #148S. 

This will restrict the seed flow and control of the flow to much smaller amounts.

FOR SALT/SAND SPREADERS 

Models 1200S 
This salt/sand spreader has been shipped from the factory with all alternaƟons already made to the gear‐

box for spreading sand. The sand agitator has also been installed. 

 

1) When assembly the seeder, the base plate should be set at 5‐1/2 to give a centered spread of sand. 

2) The opening gate should remain set at its widest opening. NEVER CLOSE THIS OPENING. If this open‐

ing is closed and the seeder is started, the agitator will shear the bolt and the sand will pack. If this 

happens, the sand must be unloaded by hand. If the hex head cap screw with nut breaks, use only 

parts # 805 & #810 to replace it. 

3) When loaded and ready to start spreading sand, only run the PTO so it will be turning approximately 

360RPM (2/3 of tractor throƩle) for PTO speed. Too much speed will cause the sand to pack. 

4) When the unit is close to being empty, the agitator will bang against the side of the hopper. When you 

hear this, slow the tractor throƩle to just about idle.  

5) The agitator must be greased at least once a season. Make sure all power is off before preforming 

maintenance. Replace screen‐guard when agitator has been greased.  

6) When spreading salt, seed, or ferƟlizer, use standard #147 agitator.

OpƟonal 248 Hydraulic Motor and Valve Kit 

(NOTE: The #248 Kit is included with models 750SSS and SCP2011 Salt/Sand Spreaders for Skid Steers) 

This hydraulic motor comes with the diversion valve (244) and mounƟng bracket, two hoses for valve to mo‐

tor connecƟon, 2 mounƟng angles with spacers (249), and the shaŌ extension (245) to connect the motor to 

the gear box. Also included is the “flag” for valve plus a T‐handle push‐pull cable with mounƟng hardware to 

open and close the valve. We do not supply the 2 hoses from the valve to the tractor. 

1)  Turn the seeder upside down for easier installaƟon (pictures shown are right side up). 

2) AƩach the shaŌ extension and mounƟng brackets with spacer to the motor. Slide the extension shaŌ over 

the gearbox shaŌ and install the bolt provided through the hole. Motor should be posiƟoned as shown in 

photo #1.  If you have a 1000 kit installed the motor should be turned with the hose outlets toward the other 

side. The valve and cable holder should be mounted to the other side of the unit (Picture 2). 

3) Loosely connect the mounƟng angles on the hydraulic motor to the gearbox angles on the seeder with the 

bolts provided. 

4) Align the motor and gearbox and Ɵghten all bolts securely.  

5) AƩach the T‐handle cable holder to the seeder frame. 

6) Install the push‐pull cable as shown with hardware provided.

Note: The above rates are for use as a guide only.  

MAINTENANCE: 

 Before storing the broadcaster, it should be washed out thoroughly with water. Make sure that all ferƟlizer residue is removed. For cleaning 

the base of the hopper and to clean the base plate, loosen the bolt (part #418) that holds the baseplate to the boƩom of the hopper, so 

there is sufficient space to wash out all corrosive material. When the parts are dry, oil them thoroughly, reƟghten the #418 bolt when fin‐

ished. 

 We also recommend that you separate the tractor end of the PTO shaŌ (part #150MP) from the seeder end of the PTO shaŌ (part #150FP) 

and grease them thoroughly for storage. Leave the two secƟons of the PTO shaŌ separate during storage to prevent them from seizing. 

TROUBLE‐SHOOTING TIPS 

 If the spread paƩern is not as wide as shown on the above chart, check to make sure one of the spring pins #111 is not sheared. 

 Other causes of poor spread paƩern: 

 A. Bent or broken fan (#145) or fan blades (#102) 

 B. Fan blades (#102) moved from original factory seƫng. Blades should be in line with long marks on fan. 

 C. The distance between fan (#145) and base (#144) should never be further than 2‐5/16” or closer than 2‐5/32”. 

 D. Do not run the tractor PTO speed below 530RPM or it will result in a narrow spread paƩern. 

 E. Do not run the tractor PTO speed over 560RPM or it will result in an uneven spread paƩern. 

 The broadcaster should run level or Ɵlted slightly forward toward the tractor. Make sure the broadcaster is level from side to side. 

 If the spread paƩern is too heavy to the right side, rotate the base plate (#144) to a higher number. If the spread paƩern is too heavy to the 

leŌ side, rotate the base plate (#144) to a lower number. 

 When the material being spread does not feed evenly: 

 A. Check the material for foreign maƩer in the hopper or blocking the opening. 

 B. Check to see that the agitator (#147) is bent down close to the base plate (#144). Do not bend it so much that it hits when 

  rotaƟng. 

 C. Check to see that the opening is not set too close for the size of material being spread.  

 D. Do not run the fan for any length of Ɵme with the opening gate (#149) closed, or the agitator will grind up the material and 

  pack over the opening gate, causing poor feeding of the material. Do not over‐agitate material.
