Adjust skid shoes for proper ground clearance of
scraper blade, especially in rough terrain or soft ground
conditions.

Before operating, make sure the P.T.Q. is properly
installed and secured,

Before starting-up the Snowblower, make sure the
auger and drum areas are free of ice.

Put P.T.O. control in neutral position before starting
engine,

Keep hands, feet and clothing away from moving parts

with the Snowblower, These could get entangled in
~ moving parts of the equipment and cause accidents,

19) At the end of the operation, disengage the P.T.O., lower
the Snowblower, put transmission in neutral, apply
parking brake, stop engine and remove the key from the
ignition.

ASSEMBLY

1) The Snowblower is shipped partly assembled.

2) Install 3-point system according to the model of
your Snowblower. (See section 10 for parts
numbers). Use the holes most convenient to the
type of tractor used (Fig. 16).

3) Install P.T.O. shaft with the shear pin end onto
the Snowblower gear box (Fig. 17). Then attach
safety shield support chain as shown (Fig. 18).

START-UP PROCEDURES

1) Check oil level in gearbox, Use S.A.E. W90 gear
box oil.

2) Lubricate all points with a good quality multiuse
grease.

3) Check chain take-up adjustment. A slight tension
must be maintained.

4) Verify for adequate tightness of all fastening

5) Adjust skid shoes according to ground conditions
(Fig. 31).

6) Following the installation of the Snowblower on
the tractor, do not forget to lift the storage sup-
port (Fig. 32).

7) Make sure of a 540 RPM input to your

STORAGE

5) Thoroughly inspect all parts of the Snowblower.
Replace or repair worn or defective parts.

6) Touch-up or repaint if necessary.
