Itisthe owner’ sresponsibility to make sure that anyone
who will operate the Snowblower will read this manual
before operating the equipment.

Familiarize yourself with all controls and aways be
ready to stop the Snowblower quickly in case of
emergency.

Never let a child operate the Snowblower.

Do not modify the Snowblower. Any non authorized
maodification may affect the efficiency and/or safety of
the equipment and will automatically void the warranty.

Never operate the Snowblower with defective partsor if
damaged in any way. Have it repaired before operating.

Make sure all fasteners are in place and properly
secured or tightened. Refer to torque chart on page 28.

Avoid wearing loose fitting clothing when working with
the Snowblower. These could get entangled in moving
parts of the equipment and cause accidents.

Prolonged exposure to noise may hamper hearing.

Before the beginning of the snow season, inspect all
areas where the Snowblower will be used and remove
any object which may cause an accident and/or damage
the equipment.

Never operate your Snowblower in poor visibility or
without proper lighting conditions.

Be sure there are no obstructions around the equi pment
and that no one stands near the equipment when in
operation.

Do not operate an engine in a confined or non ventilated
area.

Do not perform any adjustments, cleaning, maintenance
or repairs with the engine running. The engine must be
stopped and the P.T.O. disengaged. Preferably remove
the key from the ignition.

Wear adequate clothing when working in cold or windy
conditions.

Before operating, make surethe P.T.O. isproperly
installed and secured.

Before starting-up the Snowbl ower, make sure the auger
and drum areas are free of ice.

Put P.T.O. control in neutral position before starting
engine.

Keep hands, feet and clothing away from moving parts
of the Snowblower. Stay away from the discharge chute.

9 Before unplugging the chute, always disengage the
P.T.O., stop the engine and relieve all hydraulic pressu-
res.

10) Do not operate in excessive inclined conditions. Be
careful when turning in slopes.

11) Never operate your Snowblower with missing guards or
without protective devicesin place.

12) Do not operate your Snowblower near buildings,
windows or other vehicules without prior and proper
adjustment of the chute deflector.

13) Never aim discharge chute towards people or animals.

Thismay cause seriousinjuries.
14) Always reduce operating speed in slippery conditions.

15) Be careful when backing-up, make sure you have good
visibility.

16) Always be on the lookout for objects which may enter
the Snowblower.

17) If undue vibrations are felt, disengage the P.T.O., stop

the motor and look for the cause of the vibration.

Vibration is usually the indication of aproblem.

18) At the end of the operation, disengage the P.T.O., lower

the Snowblower, put transmission in neutral, apply

parking brake, stop engine and remove the key from the

ignition.

SAFETYWITH MAINTENANCE

1) Perform the Snowblower maintenance according to
recommendations contained in this manual .

Stop engine and relieve al hydraulic pressures before
doing inspection, maintenance or repairs.

Never perform any work under the Snowblower while it
is supported only by the tractor's hydraulic system. It
must be completely supported by wooden blocks or
other safe means.

ASSEMBLY

ASSEMBLY

1) The Snowblower is shipped partly assembled.

2) Ingtall 3-point system according to the model of
your Snowblower. (See section 10 for parts
numbers). Use the holes most convenient to the
type of tractor used (Fig. 17).

3) Install P.T.O. shaft with the shear pin end onto the
Snowblower gear box. Then attach safety shield
support chain as shown. WARNING: The
4 Figure17 telescoping tubes of the drive shaft must never be
alowed to bottom out whilemaintaining amini-
mum overlap of 6 inches.

4) If youinstall ahydraulic cylinder on the chute
deflector, use model 25TR04 cylinder.

5) Wheninstalling chute, grease the groove of the
UHMW dlidein order to prevent the corrosion of
the rim of the chute.

6) Fortheinstallation of the chuterotation

mechanism, please refer to parts section,
according to the type used.

START-UP PROCEDURES

Check oil level in gearbox. Adjust to required ail
level as per drawing in Parts List section. Use
SAE 80W90aail.

Lubricateall pointswith agood quality
multipurposegrease.

Check chain take-up adjustment. The spring
maintai ning the tension must be compressed to a
length between 3" and 3 /4" (Fig. 18).

Verify for adequate tightness of all fastening
devices. Refer to torque chart on page 28.

Make sure of a’540 RPM input to your 5
snowblower.

Check impeller adjustment. Thetip of the blades
should be approximately 1/8" to 3/16" fromthe
discharge wall of the drum. If necessary, adjust
impeller by using both adjustment settings (Fig. 19
& Fig. 20) simultaneoudly.

In order to avoid damaging your snowblower,
adjust the speed of descent of your 3 point hitch to
prevent striking the ground too hard.

Adjust the hydraulic flow in order to have agood
control of the rotation speed of the chute.

Wipe off all grease fittings with a clean cloth
before adding grease in order to avoid injecting
dirt and sand.

Repair or replace damaged grease fittings.

Lubricate all grease fittings every 8 hours of
operation.

Qil drive chain every 8 hours of operation.

Lubricate P.T.O. shaft as indicated bel ow:

Pull out the P.T.O. and lubricate between the two
tubes with low temperature grease. Drive line
tubes must dide easily even in cold weather. Clean
off old hardened grease and apply fresh grease as
needed.

Check ail level in gear box once amonth. Adjust
to required ail level as per drawing in Parts List
section. Use SAE 80W90 oil.

Check tension of drive chain every 24 hours of
operation and adjust if necessary.

Check for tightness of bearing collars every 48
hours of operation.

Change gearbox oil once ayear. Adjust to required
oil level as per drawing in Parts List section. Use
SAE 80W90 ail.

10) Check al nuts and bolts once ayear. If necessary

use torque chart on page 28.

11) For the auger drive shaft, always use agrade 5

shear bolt.

12) For the PTO shaft, always use a grade 8.8 shear

bolt at 540 RPM.

13) UHMW dlides do not require lubrification except

at the end of the season in order to prevent corro-
sion of steel components that are in contact with
the UHMW material.



STORAGE

1) Storethe Snowblower in acool, dry place. 5) Thoroughly inspect al parts of the Snowblower.
Replace or repair worn or defective parts.
2) Support the Snowblower with wooden blocks.
6) Touch-up or repaint if necessary.
3) Keep dl piston rodsin the retracted position. This
will assure better protection against the elements. 7) Lubricate al points before storage.

4) Clean your Snowblower.
